Have Heating Equipment Installed and Inspected

approved by your town gas inspector.

Request Your Gas Meter (If applicable)
Once your heating equipment has been installed and inspected, call 1.800.732.3400 to schedule your 
gas meter to be installed and your gas turned on. This step is not required if your home is already 
connected to gas.

Remove Your Oil Tank
We have a list of contractors that have agreed to remove old oil tanks at a discounted price. 
Call 1.800.GAS.2001 for the name and telephone number of a contractor near you. Mention “National
Grid” when you schedule your appointment and the contractor will charge you a discounted price of
$325 plus the cost of the permit fee (varies by town).

EQUIPMENT ORDERING REQUIREMENTS
1. Contractor is responsible for equipment until installation and 

will be invoiced for equipment not installed within 14 days. 
Contractor agrees to support manufacturer equipment warranty 
for a period of one year from the date of installation.

2. Contractor must complete form including meter information
and service size to ensure sufficient gas pressure and for form  
to be processed within 3-5 days. Sufficient notice is required if 
additional meter bars and/or upgrades are needed. Fitting work 
can take two weeks to complete. Meters must be located within 
12 feet of the service line entry.

3. Equipment will not be released to the distributor and payment 
will not be processed until contractor informs National Grid of 
the planned install date. Contractor may contact National Grid  
at 1.800.755.4489 to release equipment.

AFUE: Annual Fuel Utilization Efficiency (AFUE) rating. The higher 
the AFUE rating, the more efficient the equipment is.

For MA and RI customers, State and Local taxes are not included 
in price and will apply.
